There are many ideas in the minds of
people today concerning the plan of
s:lvation.

In our eamest sea&h
of th€ word of God, we will be stlenqth_
ened. It is qood for oul meditation and
will provide- a progr€ssive wav of life.
''This book of the law dtall not depart
out ofmy mouth; but thor shalt meditate
therein day and night, that thou itlavest
okerve to do according to all that is
written ther€ini for then thou shalt mak€
thy way prosperous and then thou shalt
have good success."
